Mr. Mazzara reported all staff members read and initial the warning letter. This has worked well for
years and he doesn’t anticipate making changes. The Operator pled guilty at court and knows she made a

mistake. She is a seasoned employee but was very busy. The incident was used as a learning experience
for the rest of the staff. Mr. Klinzing stated it is the Committee’s aim to urge owners to make sure
employees understand the laws and responsibilities of alcohol sales. Discussion followed.

Mr. Hudson and Ms. Singleton reported the employee was newer, was probably busy; feels awful about
the incident, paid the fine, and is willing to do whatever it takes to not repeat the error. The store does its
own alcohol and tobacco compliance checks and a first offense is a suspension without pay and a 24-
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month review. A second offense results in termination. The store policy is to check ID on anyone who
looks under 30 years old and the cash register verifies the birthdate; looking at the ID isn’t enough.

Mr. Broksieck and Mr. Baker reported the sale happened during a Tuesday evening bocce ball league
event. There are many new bartenders. All staff members were given a copy of the warning letter. The
bartender feels terrible about the incident. New patron hand stamps labeled “21 Over” are used and have
to be turned in by staff after an event. The employee handbook is being updated. They are not taking this
issue lightly but very seriously and are working to continue to be good neighbors in terms of noise. They
are very sorry this happened. They are becoming particularly aware of elder family members buying for
minor family members and carry-ins and take-outs are being more closely monitored. The music series is.

These questions MUST be answered truthfully. Please read these questions carefully.

 The Village performs a background check on all applicants. Should we find your information
is NOT correct or illegible, your license may be denied. Thank you.

PARAMETERS FOR DENIAL OF OPERATOR (BARTENDER) LICENSE

if any applicant has two or more of any combination of the following convictions the license will

be denied until a two (2) year period has elapsed from the most recent conviction. Convictions

must be within a five (5) year period uniess a pattern of conduct exists. Also, if an applicant has
one felon conviction their license will be denied until the applicant has been duly pardoned.

1. Lying, giving false or incomplete information, or misinformation on the Application.
2. Underage consumption/possession of al‘cohoi.

3. Furnishing or sale of alcohol to minors.

4, Any substance abuse.

5. Driving under the influence of any alcohol or controlled substance.

6. Allowing a person to use operator's license.

7. Selling to an intoxicated person.

8.  Selling after hours.

9. Selling without a license.

10. Giving away intoxicating liquor to evade provisions of law.
11.  Convictions of any part of Chapter 125 State Statutes relating to alcohol beverages.
12. Ar.rests or convictions of charges related to the activities performed while bartending.

13.  Any felon conviction until the applicant has been duly pardoned.

14. Cb’h\’/’i’(’:’tidhé’Wi’t’h”éti’pér\'iiéibh’ agreements shalf be considered a conviction until the
applicant has satisfactorily completed supervision and is released by the respective
court. ' _

Any person denied a license can appeal the decision. The request for appeal will be made
through the Village Clerk's office and will be placed on the agenda of the next regular Village
Board meeting. IF YOUR APPLICATION IS DENIED BY THE VILLAGE BOARD, THE FEE IS
NON- REFUNDABLE AND YOU CANNOT RE-APPLY UNTIL THE NEXT LICENSE YEAR.
