ROLL CALL; APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion by Mr. Pflasterer, seconded by Mr. Procter to approve the minutes of the December 13, 2016 License Review Committee meeting, was carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

There was no Unfinished Business.

NEW BUSINESS

No action was taken on the 2016/2017 Operator License Application For Anthony L. Wiley, 1819 Aberg Avenue, Madison, Wisconsin 53703 due to non-appearance.  City Clerk Andrusz reported she was informed he no longer works at the Speedway on Royal Avenue.

No action was taken on the 2016/2017 Operator License Application For Jamal E. Jackson, 2016 Greenway Crossing, Madison, Wisconsin 53713 due to non-appearance.

City Clerk Andrusz reported that World Buffet representatives were invited to this meeting.  She explained that they made no changes in their operations but the business has been purchased by former staff members.

A motion by Mr. Klinzing, seconded by Mr. Pflasterer to approve the 2016/2017 Class “B” Fermented Malt Beverage and “Class C” Wine License Applications For WB South LLC, d/b/a World Buffet Restaurant, 2451 West Broadway, Monona, Wisconsin, 53713, was carried.

City Clerk Andrusz provided a Report Of Recent Business Activities to keep members apprised of license holder changes.  She has contacted Licali’s Lakeside Liquor several times to provide paperwork for their name change to O’Connell’s.  Their operations have not changed but the name on their license should be current.  The store’s sign changed in late October or early November and the City Planner told them to contact the Clerk well before that.  Members questioned whether it was important for the business name to be current as long as the corporation name had not changed.  City Clerk Andrusz stated that if the Department of Revenue reviewed them they would question where Licali’s was and why the license wasn’t updated.

[bookmark: _GoBack]City Clerk Andrusz reported Ken’s Meats & Deli has been purchased, including the entire corporation, about two weeks ago by longtime Agent Joseph Mazzara.  The store’s name and operations won’t change and there are no changes required for their license.

City Clerk Andrusz verified that members were not aware that Bridge Lounge was closed as was reported on the Nextdoor Monona website so she assumes it is not closed.

Chairman Wood questioned whether Pick ‘n Save (formerly Copps) should be invited to a Committee meeting to provide an update on their plan for closing off alcohol products as they had previously reported.  The work has not been done yet.  Mr. Kimmell stated he talked to personnel there and was told that while the structure and expense has slowed the process it will be done.  Mr. Klinzing reported the wine wall is gone.
