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The regular meeting of the License Review Committee for the City of Monona was called to order by Chairman Wood at 4:02 p.m.

ROLL CALL; APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Mr. Procter noted his name was misspelled in several places on page 2.  City Clerk Andrusz will correct these errors.

A motion by Mr. Procter, seconded by Mr. Kimmell to approve the minutes of the September 13, 2016 License Review Committee meeting as amended, was carried.

APPEARANCES

There were no Appearances.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

There was no Unfinished Business.

NEW BUSINESS

Mr. Perez and Ms. Manjarrez reported there are no changes in the operation of LaRosita.  Tonight’s action is a formality required to change the business owner’s name.  Detective Sergeant Losby reported there have been no issues with this business.  Mr. Procter questioned whether alcohol will be served in the buffet section of the business.  Mr. Perez, with Ms. Manjarrez translating, replied they are waiting to see what the patrons want.  City Clerk Andrusz explained that an entirely different class of license would be required.  The “doing business as” name was clarified.

A motion by Mr. Kimmell, seconded by Mr. Pflasterer to approve the 2016/2017 Class “A” Fermented Malt Beverage License Application For La Rosita Mexican Store LLC, d/b/a La Rosita, 6005 Monona Drive, Monona, Wisconsin, 53716, was carried.

City Clerk Andrusz began discussion of Amendment Of Operator License Application.  Some items were removed because of redundancy.  The City Attorney reviewed the document and suggested amendments including removal of the line about the applicant allowing juvenile records to be made available.  This is covered with the statement that “regardless of your age” offenses must be disclosed.  Also, because the changes are not substantive, they do not require Council approval.

Mr. Procter stated he reconsidered his previous opinion about not making these parameters public.  The Committee has broad leeway to deny a license.  His concern was that spelling out what is reviewed may limit the Committee’s options.  He was also concerned that an applicant could claim discrimination if the reason for denial was not on the list.  Members discussed additional language that would make it clear the listed items weren’t the only reasons for denial.

[bookmark: _GoBack]A motion by Mr. Pflasterer, seconded by Mr. Kimmell to amend the last line of the first section of the Operator License Application information page to “The following are examples and is and do NOT constitute an exclusive list.”, was carried.

A motion by Mr. Procter, seconded by Mr. Pflasterer to approve Amendment Of Operator License Application as amended, was carried.

Marijuana possession was discussed.  Detective Sergeant Losby stated it is a felony, but if there are no convictions it may not be a factor in denials.  Mr. Procter opined it seems less serious to sell to a friend than to sell while working in a bar.  Detective Sergeant Losby stated a massage establishment was denied because of its affiliation with the previous establishment and recent history of the location, which are factors not on the list.

Chairman Wood began Discussion Of Rescheduling The November License Review Committee Meeting, reporting that City Clerk Andrusz will be busy with the November 8 Presidential Election.  Members agree on Tuesday, November 15 at 4:00 p.m. in the large conference room.  Mr. Pflasterer will be unable to attend.  City Clerk Andrusz will check room availability and email members to confirm.

ADJOURNMENT
