The aite of an aslrplane landing field
hangars. flying schools and stunt shows,
this r[ield was the center of Madison
aviailon from 1928 to 1930, malnily
ihrough the efforts of Howard Morey
and his founding of Madison Alrways
Corporation. Later Known as Royal Alr-
ways Corporation. It provided the first
Paisenger service to Chicago while
Northwest Alrwayi, Inc provided the
first airmall service from this former
farmland.
