AUTHORIZING BEER SALES BY PARKS AND RECREATION STAFF
DURING 2021 SPECIAL EVENTS

WHEREAS, special events in the parks, including Biergarten at the Beach, are drawing large crowds,
providing an opportunity to provide refreshments while also generating revenue for the Parks and
Recreation Department; and,

WHEREAS, the City cannot issue a license for the sale of fermented malt beverages to itself; and

WHEREAS, the Parks and Recreation Board made a unanimous recommendation at its May meeting to
allow beers sales by the Parks and Recreation Department on specific dates; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City of Monona, Dane County, Wisconsin, that the
Parks and Recreation Department, may sell fermented malt beverages in Schluter Park for the five
scheduled Biergarten events of the 2021 season. Pursuant to Sec. 125.06(6) Wis. Statutes, no license
shall be required of said sales. Any sales made under the provisions of this Resolution shall be made
only by officers and/or employees of the City of Monona. Additionally the city would be exempt from
fencing requirements.

RESOLUTION CONDEMNING XENOPHOBIA, RACISM, AND VIOLENCE AGAINST
THE ASIAN PACIFIC ISLANDER DESI AMERICAN (APIDA) COMMUNITY

WHEREAS, 23 million Asian Americans and Pacific Islanders account for 7 percent of the population in
the United States; and

WHEREAS, anti-Asian racism and hate are not new and have a long history in the United States; and

WHEREAS, Asian Americans have far too long been the target of xenophobic policies, labor
exploitation, hate crimes, and systemic racism in the United States; and

WHEREAS, the use of anti-Asian rhetoric, especially as it intensified this past year, has resulted in Asian
Americans being harassed, assaulted, and scapegoated for the COVID-19 pandemic; and

WHEREAS, the Center for the Study of Hate and Extremism has found that anti-Asian hate crime in the
16 largest cities in the U.S. increased nearly 150% in 2020; and

WHEREAS, in the last year, Asian American and Pacific Islander women made up 68 percent of the
3,800 incidents against Asian American and Pacific Islanders; and

WHEREAS, since the start of year 2021, there has been a surge in anti-Asian attacks targeting elderly
Asian Americans; and

WHEREAS, the World Health Organization (WHO) and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention
(CDC) recognize that naming COVID-19 by its geographic location or linking it to a specific ethnicity
perpetuates stigma; and

WHEREAS, this modern form of discrimination falls within a long-established historical pattern of
scapegoating or characterizing Asians as foreign, invasive threats, or as “the other” that has contributed to
demonstrated negative health effects in our AAPI communities; and

WHEREAS, the use of anti-Asian terminology and rhetoric related to COVID-19, such as the “Chinese
Virus”, “Wuhan Virus”, and “Kung-flu” have perpetuated anti-Asian stigma; and

WHEREAS, no one should live in fear in our communities across Wisconsin and the United States; and

WHEREAS, the City’s APIDA residents are valued contributors to the City’s workforce, economy, and
political representation; and

WHEREAS, Monona is home to numerous Asian American businesses that contribute to our local
economy and provide valuable services; and

WHEREAS, the xenophobic targeting of Asian Americans should be recognized as part of a larger
system of racism that must be countered in its entirety, no matter what form it takes nor which group it
seeks to blame and dehumanize.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Monona Common Council that the City of Monona
condemns violence in all forms against the APIDA community.



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Monona Common Council condemns all acts of racism,
xenophobia, sexism, gender-based violence, discrimination, anti-Asian bias, scapegoating, and ethnic or
religious intolerance.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Monona Common Council encourages the Attorney General to
work with State and local agencies and the Asian American and Pacific Islander community-based
organizations to prevent discrimination and expand culturally competent and linguistically appropriate
education campaigns on public reporting of hate crimes.

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that the Monona Common Council encourages everyone to condemn
anti-Asian bias, read, learn, and seek opportunities to experience cultures other than their own, review
their practices that may create barriers or contribute to systemic racism in its many forms, and in these
ways and others seek to become a more welcoming, inclusive, and anti-racist community.

POLICY AND FISCAL NOTE

Title: 2021 SPEED Grant Task Force

Policy Analysis Statement:

Brief Description Of Proposal: The Wisconsin Bureau of Transportation Safety (WIBOTS) has offered a grant to the City of
Monona. The grant, titled: 2021 SPEED Grant Task Force, runs from June 8™ 2021, through September 30, 2021 and is in
conjunction with several area wide enforcement dates, in partnership with our grant partner communities of: Cottage Grove,
Deforest, McFarland, Oregon, Stoughton, Town of Madison, and Verona.

The primarily objective of the grant is to discourage and decrease speeding and dangerous driving behaviors within the City of
Monona.

This is a multi-agency traffic grant working High Visibility Enforcement (HVE), which yields the benefits of public awareness and
education to the problem of injuries and deaths related to speeding, OWI and failure to wear seatbelts.

Up to $5,000 was allocated to the City of Monona. The $5,000 in grant funds will be for overtime wages. Our cost sharing of 25%
is $1,250 and can be covered by fringe benefits and on-duty personnel assigned to traffic efforts. $5,000 yields approximately six,

4-hour deployments each month of the grant.

We are sending
this request to you by e-mail because we are on Vacation, when your
meeting is being held, and can not attend in person.

When the Mask mandate expired so did our temporary outdoor
seating permit. We would like to request an extension on this temporary
outdoor seating permit just through this season for numerous reasons. Even
though the mandated mask has been lifted the public is still uncomfortable
with seating inside when they have an option to sit outside. We believe and
have seen Outdoor Seating as being the New Normal and a way for people
to continue to social distance. We have already set up the outdoor seating
and have spent a lot of money on this area and now are having to not utilize
it before we could recoup some of our expenses would be another Hardship.
This pandemic has caused us a Big Hardship and this outdoor seating is one
way of recouping some of our financial losses. Not everyone is vaccinated
yet and therefore they want to sit outside. We also have booked
Graduations, Reunions and many other parties in the outdoor seating area
that we would have to cancel and lose that revenue if we cant have and
extension to the outdoor permit.

We do realize the New Normal with Outdoor Seating and Social
Distancing and are going to put together a plan for next year but because
this plan will take time and money we are requesting an extension through
this year to go forward with what we already have established.

Provided the Common Council approves the extensron of premises, the Temporary Patio Permit may be granted or denied
by the City Administrator after staff review (City Clerk, Clty Planner and Chief of Pollce) of the temporary patio permrt
applrcatlon

1. The temporary patio permit may be revoked by the City Administrator upon documented violation of any provision of
Chapter 125 of the Wisconsin Statutes or & Monona ordinance,

2. The City Administrator may grant a variance from the hours of operation set forth in section 272-20.B (1) if in the
determination of the City Administrator, such a variarice will not unreasonably disrupt the nelghboring area,

3. Video surveillance is not required unless thie City Administrator determines surveillance is necéssary for public safety.
4. Temporary patios may allow additional seatlng of no greater than 40 persons, provided the City Administrator
determines the physical space permrts suich additional persons with appropriate social- dtstancrng ,

* 5, The City Administrator may require as a condition of the permit that the temporary patio be enclosed partially or
completely by a fence'or wall, if in the determination of the City Admlnlstrator such a fence or wall is necessary for public
safety or prevention of transfer to underage persons.

6. The off-street parking requirements of Chapter 480 shaII not apply dunng the period of the temporary patio permit.
